Supplies & Equipment needed:

Sewing machine, that does a small zigzag,

Quarter inch piecing foot.

Size 75 machine embroidery needles.

Meitler size 50/3 cotton thread to match your back ground
23" square of 100% cotton batting (for a pressing surface)
Sulky poly moncfilament thread

Basic sewing Kit.

Freezer paper.

Water Soluble Basting Glue

Permanent fabric glue

Cuticle stick, (found in the manicure depariment)

4 Elmer’s Washable school glue sticks

Permanent marking pen,

Scissors (Paper and fabric scissors).

2 wash rags to keep yvour hands clean

Hard pressing Mat.

Iron: You will need vour own. Fabrics:

The only one that I find is hot enough to work is a Rowenta Assoried fabrics:

travel iron. You will need to purchase one. This is a must, no 24" square light for back ground
other iron works. 4-10" squares of red/fushia for blooms

5=107 squares of green for leaves
127 square of black for Bower centers
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
